The Constitution of India stands for a secular state. The State has no 

official religion. Secularism pervades its provisions which give full 

opportunity to all persons to profess, practice and propagate religion 

of their choice. The Constitution not only guarantees a person's 

freedom of religion and conscience, but also ensures freedom for one 

who has no religion, and it scrupulously restrains the state from 

making any discrimination on grounds of religion. Hence the spirit of 

our constitution lies in unity in diversity which is now being 

challenged. The founding idea of India was never found to be a 

commitment to abstract values or ideas-of pluralism and democracy-

but was rooted in a practical understanding of the compulsions and 

constraints of Indian politics-secular, communal and fundamentalist.
